These funds will be used to
provide equipment and program fees for under-served youth in the community.

ASM Penney reported on the Mid-year Status of the FY 2016-17 Budget; the first step in the budget
process.

1. LSCC JOHN SMITH COMMUNITY HALL RENOVATION PROJECT
Administrator Smith introduced the project and the architectural design firm representatives from
HMR. HMR presented the design concept for flooring, paint and wall covering finishes for both the
Smith Hall and the adjacent lobby/hallway.

Carmichael RPD Foundation President, Ken Hall addressed the Advisory Board to lend support and
confirm the Foundation’s commitment of $12,000 towards the renovation project.

Administrator Smith recommended Option A, which limits the scope of the project to include the
Smith Hall flooring, painting, and wall coverings; requested that delegation authority be given to the
District Administrator to advertise, award bid, execute contract(s), and expend funds not to exceed
$210,000.

Following the presentation, the item was discussed by the Advisory Board and then opened for
public comment.
